MERE is 23 miles west-by-north from Salisbury, 102
west-south-west from London, 7 west of Hindon, 8 east-
by-north from Wincanton, locally situated on the borders
of three counties—Wilts, Dorset and Somerset, which
unite in the vicinity. The parish contains 7,355 acres, and
a population, in 18561, of 1,156, exclusive of the tithings,
and in the whole parish 2,931. Mere is a market-town,

on the hich road from Salisbury to Taunton Dean, in
Somerset, in the diocese of Sarum, Mere Hundred and
Union, and Hindon division. Flax spinning and silk
throwing are carried ou here, and the town is lighted with
gas. DMere constitutes a part of the Duchy of Cornwall;
in the year 12563 permission was given to Richard, Earl
of Cornwall, to build a castle on the hill, now known as
