MERE is 23 miles west-by-north from Salisbury, 102
west-south-west from London, 7 west of Hindon, 8 east-by-
north from Wincanton, 6 from Semley railway station, and
4 trom Gillingham railway station, locally situated on the
borders of three counties—Wilts, Dorset, and Somerset,—
which unite in the vicinity. The parish contains 7,353
acres, and a population, in 1851, of 1,156, exclusive of the
tithings, and in the whole parish 2,991. Mere is a market-
town, on the high road from Salisbury to Taunton Dean, in
~Somerset, in the diocese and archdeaconry of Salisbury, and
deanery of Wylye, Mere hundred and union, and Hindon
division. Flax spinning and silk throwing are carried on
here, and the town is lighted with gas. Mere constitutes a
part of the Duchy of Cornwall; in the year 1253 permission
was given to Richard, Earl of Cornwall, to build a castle on
-the hill, now known as Castle Hill, and afterwards to fortify
it. Mere Park, near the town, in a south-west direction,
contains about 810 acres. The Ashfield water rises from a
chalk hill in the neighbourhood, and after several mills have
been turned by the stream, it passes on and joins the river
Stour. There is an ancient building standing in the centre
of the town, which now serves as a market house. The
market i3 on Tuesday, and annual fairs are held on the 17th
of May and the 10th of October.

The church of St. Michael the Archangel is a stone build-
ing, in good condition; the length from east to west is 95
feet ; the width from north to south, including the doorway,
60 feet. Under a Gothic niche over the poreh, on the north
side, is the figure of a saint; it appears to be of an earlier
date than the church itseli. The tower is at the west end of
the church, which seems to be the usual mode of building in
this part of Wiltshire; it is very stately and well built,
square in form, turreted, 35 yards high, surmounted at the
angles with four lofty pinnacles, and containing 6 bells.
The Prince of Wales is lord of the manor. Here are chapels
for the Primitive Methodists and the Independents, the
latter a large, new, handsome structure; also a National
school, and a school in connection with the Congregational
Board of Education. Hereis a Literary Institute and Read-
ing Room, and in 1859 a Penny Bank was established. In
1856 a cemetery was opened. During the excavations
ne in its formation, an earthen vessel was discovered,
containing 400 Roman coins of very ancient date.
