1\IELKSH.Al\:I is a market and union and countv court • 
town, and head of a petty sessional division, and. parish, 
with a. station on the Wilts, S'Omerset and 'Ve)·mouth 
branch of the Great Western railway, 100 miles from 
London, 30 north-west from Salisburv, 6 n·orth-ea·st from 
Bradford, 5 north-east from Trow:bridge, 7 west from 
Devize·s, 9! fr·om Westbury, 14 from Warminster, 12 east 
from Bath, 7 sout'h from Chippenham and 5 south-south­
east from Corsham, in the Wes tern division of the 
county, hundred of the ·same name, rural deanery of 
Potterne (Bradford portion), archdeaconry of 'Vilts and 
diocese of Salisbury. 

Duri11g the 'Vest •Saxon era this was a place of co!l.­
siderable note; at the period of the Norman survey arid 
for several subsequent reigns it was he:d in ro,·a~ 
dellleosne, and gave name to an extoosive forest. The 
tov;11 is on the main road from Lo-ndon through Devizes 
to Bath, and con·sists principially of one street nearl)' a 
mile in length; it has be-en governed by a Local Board 
from 1878, until the ''Local Government .Act, 1894.'' 
established tl1e present Urban District Council, and it is 
well paved and lighted with gas by a company, and we!l 
supplied wit'h waiter by the Trowbridge Water Oompany: 
the houses are buillt of soft freestone, but irregularly 
placed. The river Avon divides the town and is cr-osserl 
by a handsome bridge of four arches, with lig-ht and 
elegant balustrades. The Wilts and Berks canal passes 
~~ the e'!lst of the town, and about l! miles southward 
301ns the Kennet and .A.vun canal. 

'fhere are t,,-o mineral springs, one saline and the 
other chal)·beate, in the vicinity; and in 1816 a new 
sali11e spa wa·s obtained by boring to a depth of 35 r~ 
f·eet ; it wa.s ant·ici.pated iliat Melkisham wvuld advance 
into note in ~onsequence of tl1e medicinal qualities these 
waters possessed, and every accomm'Odation for visitors 
"l'<ts provided, inc:uding a pum·p-rvom, hot and cold 
baitl1s, a handsome crescent and an agreeable promenade ; 
but after a very great outlay, the wells did not prove 
attractive and are now little used. 

The church of St. Michael is a spacious structure of 
free·stone, chiefly of Perpendi.culiar work, dates from the 
Norman period, con•sisting- of a Norman chancel, nave of 
five bays, and aisles, north porch, with an embiattlt>d 
tower surmounted by pinnacles and con'laining 6 bells: 
it was restored and enlarged in 1840, "·hen the central 
tower was removed and the present tower bl1ilt 11t the 
west end; and again restored iin 1881, when an organ 
was added: in 1891 the church "·as reseated with oak 
seutis, a new floor was put in, the roof "·as opened, and 
a handsQme carved oak screen and brass lectern were 
given by C .. F. Rumiboll e~q. M.D.: in 1894 the reredos 
"'as restored at considerable cost by the trustees of the 
late Sir John .Awdry: the sittings, in number 600, are 
all free. The regist€r dateis from the year 1560. The 
living is a vicarage, tithe rent-charge commuted at 
/010, average £682, net income £191, with 3 acres of 
glebe and residence, in the gift of the Dean and Chapte-r 
of Salisbury, and he:d since 1890 by the llev. Edwi11 
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George Wyld B.A. of Exeter Oollege, Oxford, and surro­
gate. 

Theire is a ha.ndsome chape[ (St. Andlrew's) ab-Out I 
mile from the town, built in ithe Early English style, at 
the sole expense of the late Rev. E. L. Barnwell, of 
Mellrsham H-0use, for the u,se of the district of Sand­
ridge and Melksham Forest : it oon,sists of cl1ancel, nave 
and south porch, and western bell turret containing one 
bell: there are 200 sittings: adjoining the chapel there 
is a bui1din,g comprising a Sunday school-room, and 
h'Ouse for the use of the sexton, built in the year 1880, 
from plan's given by the l~t.e G. E. Streelt esq. R.A. 
holding I50 children. 

The Society of Friends' meeting house, Kin,g street, 
erected in 1734, has 300 se1:i;ts. 

The Baptist chapel, Broughton road, founded in I669, 
has 400 sittings. Ebenezer Baptist chia.pe'1, Union street, 
erected ~n 1835, will seat 150 persons. The Baptist 
chapel, Fore·st, erected in 1839, hais seats for IIO persons. 

The Oongrega1tional chapel, Market place, founded in 
I773, has 400 isi:ittings. 

The Primiitive Methodist ch·apel, Forest, will seat I50 
persons. 

The 1Ves'1eyan chapel, Market place, erected in i872. 
has 450 'seats. 

The Town Hlall and Cheese ~farket were erected in 
1847 by a company of shareh<Qlders at an expen'Se of 
£3,350; they form a spacious and well-arranged edifice 
of white freestone, in the Italian style. The New Hall, 
Market place, built by Miss F'Owler, is a building of 
Baith stone, and is used for lectures and meetings ; it 
will hold 200 person·s. The market is held 'On every

arternate Tuesday in the rr1onth for cattle, sheep and pigs. 
A fair for catitle, sheep and horses is held in the Market 
place on the 27th of July. 

The manufacture of flat and round rope, haircloths, 
cocoa fibre and sacll'ing are carried on here. There is 
also an india rubber factory carried on by the Avon 
India Rubber Co. Limited. 

A Oottage Hospit'lll was established here in I868, con­
taining 7 beds. 

Bruges' charity of about £20 yearly, half 0£ which goes 
to Seend, is dis.tribu1ted in blankets by the vicar and 
churchwardens a·t Christmas. Tl1ere are al·so two small 
charities, left by the Rev. Bahun Fox and Mr. Prtitchard 
reospectively, for the benefit of the poor, at the discretion 
of the vicar. 

The prinoipal land·ow11ers are Walter Hume Long esq. 
M.P. of Rood Asl1ton House, who is lord e>f the m<anor, 
Lord M01thuen, Ralph Ludlow Lopes esq. of Sandridge 
Parlr, and the trustees of the Iiate W. P. Bruges esq. 

The area of the civil parish is 8,303 acres; rateable 
value £24,350; the population in the town in 189I was 
2,073, of t·he civil parish, 4,284, and of the ecclesiastical, 
3,638. 

The parish was orig:in'al1y divided into 7 tithings, Shaw 
and ·"\-Vh'alley, Beanacre, Blachmere, Woolmere, Canhold, 
Woodrow, and the town tithing. 

Bean'aCre is a tithing I mile north-west. Here is a 
~ptist chapel, erected in I839. Blackmore, I mile 
south-east is also a tithting. A mission chapel was 
erected in 1887, capabie of hold'ing Ioo persons. A 
school-room adjoin!ing was added in 1890.

MERE is a union tow11 and paris·h on the borders of 
tl1ree countie·s-Wrilts, Dors~t and Somerset-which meet 
in the vicinity, und is on tl1e rO'ad from S•ali•sbury tt) 
'I'aUJnton Dean, 4 miles n·orth from Gillingham s·tation 
on the Salisbury and Yeovil branch of the South "\'Vestern 
ratilway, 23 west-'by-n·or'th from Salisbury, 7 west from 
Hindon, 7 east.Jby-north from "\Vin~anton and 102 from 
London, in the Sou'thel'!n division of the county, Mere 
l1undred, TiSbury· and 11ere petty sessional division, 
county court distriot of Shaftesbury, Wylye rural 
d'e•anery (Heytesbury p·or·tiion), archdeaconry of Sarum 
and diocese of Sali&bury. The to-.;vn is lighted with gas 
from works erected in 1866. The church of St. Michael 
the .Archangel is a s•tone buildi11g, consistin~ of chancel 
with chapels, cleres'toried nave of five bays, aisles and 
north and south porches, over each of which is a parvise 
and •square western flower 100 feet high, surmountf:ed at 
tl1e angles by four lofty pinna.cle·s a.nd contains 6 musical 
bells, clocl( and chimes : the chancel is separated from 
the nave by a beautifully carved oak screen: in a Gothic 
niche over the north porch is the' figure Qf a saint : the 
cl1antry ch'apels are the Qldest part, whic'h is of the 14th 
century; one is used as the vestry and the other for daily 
proa.yer : in the ·south chapel is a very an.cient brass to 
.John Bettes:th1orne, who died in 1398 : .there are traces of 
Early English work (a1bout the year 1220) in the but­
tresses at the ·easit end and in the corbels which formerly 
came under the eaves, and are to be seen in the svuth 
chancel wall: the present chancel and: the nort.h and sol1th 
chapels were buil1t in the 14th century with some por­
tio11s of the church, •but tl1ere was apparently a great 
l'emodelling 'Clf the church when the tower was built 
abol1t· the middle •Of the 15th century: there are 600 
sittings: in 1883 the churchyard was levelled and planrted 
with shrubs and flowers. The registers are in a good 
state of preseTVation, and date :from 1572, and the church­
warde11s' books, ·still preserved, d•ate from 1556. T'he 
living is a vioorage, average rt:ithe rent-charge £295, net 
ye·arly value £220, with re•sidence, in rthe gift of the 
Ilish•op of Salisbury, and he:rd since 1890 by the Rev. 
John Augusltus Lloyd M.A. of St. John's College, O:x­
ford, .and surrogate. The mission church of St. Matthew, 
aib•out 1~ miles svuth of the town, and on the Shaftes­
bury road, vpened in 1882, is an edifice of srtone and 
brick, and consi1st•s 'Clf chancel, apse, nave and n·orth 
porch, wiith central bell turret containing one bell, and 
will seat 150 persvns: the cost of ereotion was about 
£1,000, I'laised by voluntary subscriptions, rthe site being 
tl1e gift of Miss ·Grove; it is served by the clergy of St. 
Micl1ael the Arclhangel. Here is a Congregational chapel, 
a large Gothic struciture, erected at a cost of over 
£5,000, at the role ·expense <>f Charles Jupe esq. built of 
local Ba.th and Hlam Hill stone; also a Primitive Metho­
dist chapel and; one for the Plymoutli: Brethren. The 
Society of Friends h·ave a meeting h-0use here. The 
Cemetery, on the south side of the t•ow11, consisting of 
about two acres, was 'Opened in 1856: during the exca· 
vat[ons necessary in lits form1ation an earthen vessel was 
discovered cont·airuing 400 RQman coins of very ancient 
d•ate: tw10 mortuary ch1apels have been erected; jt is 
under ·the con;trol of a ·burial board of 9 members. The 
market, formerly held on Tuesdlay, has now become ex­
tinct, aJso the annual fairs that were held on the 1?th of 
May and the 10th of October. In the l\farket place 
was :formerly a market house of great antiql1ity, which 
be•ing in a dilaplidated state it was found necessary to 
take it down, 'and on the 'Site H.R.H. the Prince of 
Wales, as Duke of Cornwall, .erected in 1866 a clocK 
t·ower with illum[nia'ted di11ls. The Church Institute, in 
the l\farket place, was establiished in tl1e year 1885, ancl 
is under the maniagement of the vicar as president and 
a committee -0f six members ; in connection therewith is 
a Tempera>nce h·otel, having reading rooms, togetf:her 
with a library. The charities amvun•t t'Cl £158 yearl)·: 
Gillingham Florest chiarity, arising from inclosure Qf land 
at Gillingham Forest, produces £100 yearly, and is dis­
tributed in shares: the iallotment charity, derived from 
l'and in Gillingham parisl1, yields £20 annually, and is 
dlistributed tl:IO the poor. J1o]:i.in Phillips left by his will 
the sum of £800, the dnterest of whiicih, after paying for 
the repai1·s "Of tomb, and partly fur support of Sund'ay 
school, is distributed by the churchwardens ; there are 
a few min'Clr charities. To the s'Cluth of the town there 
is an ancient Manor House, now used as a farm house, 
and called Woodlands, in which is a.n aneiient cihapel. 
Mere con~titutes a pal1t of the Duchy of Oornwall: in

Oorn wall, to .build a oastle on the hill, now k11own as 
Oastle Hill, and afterwards !Vo fvrtify it, of which some 
traces were found during excavaitions in 1887. The 
prinC'ipal landvwneI"s are H.R.H. the Prii.nce of Wales, 
who is lord of the manor, George Troyte-Chafyn-Grove 
esq. tl1e trustees of the late Meyrick Bankes esq. and 
A. R. White esq. The soil is va'I"ious, clay, chalk and 
flint ; subs·oil, chalk and gravel. The chlief crops are 
wheat, beans and oats to the norith; aind on the south of 
the t 1own (which is principally clay) fine grazing land. 
The Ashfield water rises from a chalk hill. .in the neigh­
bourhood, and after turning several mills joins the river 
S·tour. 'l'he parish cont1aiiins 7,310 acres; rateable value, 
£10,957; the population in 1891 was 749 in the civil and 
2,279 in the ecclesias1t'idal parish, !including 49 o:fficera 
and in.mates iin the workhl()use.
